Exploration and Colonization:
· Columbus- 1492- Arrived in New World. Three voyages

· Began Columbian Exchange- Exchange of goods and disease from new to old world

· Disease devastating to native populations

· Spanish Conquistadores help to develop Spanish colonies in Caribbean, Central and South America

· English Colonies (this is only a few of them.  You should have info on all of them from a unit 1 quad)
· Jamestown: 1607: Purpose to make money (example of southern colony)
· Joint Stock Company to share the investment for the colony
· Unsuccessful during first few years Starving Time
· John Smith- “He who shall not work shall not eat”
· Pocahontas and the Powhatan natives
· John Rolfe- Tobacco!  
· Indentured Servants – used to grow tobacco.  
· House of Burgesses: self-government for Virginia
· Bacon’s Rebellion: caused Virginia to start using slaves instead of indentured servants.  
· New England: Purpose: Religious autonomy (example of New England colony)
· Puritans vs Separatists: puritans= purify Church of England, separatists=separate from Church of England.  Both eventually end up in New England. Both believe in predestination
· Mayflower: Ship that brought Pilgrims to New England.  Signed Mayflower Compact on ship which was an agreement that colony would live according to majority rule
· Government in New England- ‘town meeting’ gave all male church members in good standing role in government.  Compare to VA House of Burgesses.  
· Puritan Rebels: Roger Williams (founds RI) and Anne Hutchinson
· Relation with natives
· Good at first: assist Pilgrims in surviving winter and farming
· Later problems: Pequot War and King Phillips War
· Pennsylvania: (Example of middle colony)
· Founded by William Penn as a religious haven for Quakers
· Quakers believed in “inner light”, that all people are equal, and that people can directly communicate with God
· More diverse population than other colonies
· Positive relationship with natives
Lead-up to the Revolution:
· Mercantilism: Economic policy that a country’s goal was self-sufficiency and to develop a favorable balance of trade. Mother countries used the resources found in colonies to achieve this.  
· Navigation Acts: Passed by England in attempt to control colonial American Trade
· No country could trade w/ colonies unless goods were shipped in colonial or English ships
· Ships had to be run by by crews that were at least ¾ English
· The colonists could only export products to England
· Goods traded between the colonies and Europe first had to pass through an English port
· Salutary Neglect: England relaxed enforcement of Navigation Acts in the American colonies to ensure loyalty from colonies.  Eventually will end policy of Salutary Neglect after the French and Indian War to help pay debt from war.  
· The Great Awakening: (First. There is a second later on that kick starts reform movements)
· Period of religious revival in the American Colonies during the 1730’s
· Characterized by energetic sermons and traveling preachers like George Whitefield.  
· Large numbers of Americans join together in similar religions
· French and Indian War: 1754-1763
· Between England and France.  Is the American part of the Seven Year’s war in Europe
· Fought over access to the Ohio River Valley
· Albany Plan of Union: attempts by Franklin to unite colonies
· George Washington and Fort Necessity
· Differences between English and American soldiers causes tension
· Treaty of Paris 1763: Ends war; England gains all French land east of Mississippi.  French lose all land in N. America
· Impacts: Increased colonial empire in N.America; greatly increases England’s debt. Parliament will start making efforts to get American colonists to pay for war debt and keeping soldiers in N. America to protect them
· Pontiac’s rebellion: attack on British outposts by natives
· Leads to Proclamation of 1763: no settlement west of Appalachian Mtns. 
· Causes: Stamp Act; Townshend Acts; Boston Massacre; Tea Act; Intolerable Acts (Coercive Acts) Lexington and Concord.  
· Thomas Paine: “Common Sense” 
Revolution:
· Battles: Lexington and Concord: First Shots; Saratoga: Turning Point- French provide aid after; Yorktown: Last major, British Surrender
· Tactics: British- Traditional warfare;   Colonials: guerilla tactics.  
· Declaration of Independence: Thomas Jefferson primary writer; borrowed from Enlightenment ideas of John Locke; natural rights (life, liberty, property)
· Continental Congress: Worked like govt. for colonies during war
· Appointed Washington head of Continental Army
· Treaty of Paris 1783- Ended war
Articles of Confederation:
· First national government

· Strong states; weak national government

· Powers to national govt:

· Declare war: appoint military officers; sign treaties; make alliances; manage relations with natives

· Weaknesses of the national government

· Could not tax; no judiciary so could not mediate disputes between states 

· Land Ordinance of 1785 and Northwest Ordinance of 1787; provided process for creating new states 

· Shay’s Rebellion: showed the national govt too weak.  Led to Constitutional Convention

Constitutional Convention and Debate over Constitution 

· Constitution shifted power from states to Nat’l govt.  

· Compromises at. Const. Convention
· Great Compromise- (A and NJ plans blended to create bicameral house.  House representation based on population; Senate representation set at 2 per state

· 3/5th’s compromise- 3 out of every five slaves counts for representation and taxation

· Electoral College- created buffer between people and election of president 

· Slave- slave trade would end in 20 years.  Does NOT end slavery itself.  

· Ratification- some fearful Constitution gave too much power to federal govt.  

· Debate between Federalists and Anti-Federalists

· Federalist Papers: essays written by Hamilton, Madison and Jay to encourage ratification of Constitution

· Bill of Rights: Constitution finally ratified once promised that Bill of Rights would be added to 

Creation of the Nation – Federalist Period

· President George Washington: Set precedent – created the cabinet to advise him – Stay our of foreign affairs
· Interpretation of the constitution led to the formation of political parties. National Bank was the main issue these two parties argued over

· Whiskey Rebellion – showed the federal governments power; the government will enforce federal laws within the states.
· Who could votes? Only white men who owned property could vote.
· Foreign Policy – REMAIN Neutral – had to deal with France and Britain
Jay’s Treaty – British must evacuate (abandon) forts in the Northwest Territory Pinkey’s Treaty – access to Mississippi River and New Orleans

· Washington’s Farewell Address: Stay our of foreign affairs, Neutrality, avoid political parties
· President John Adams:
· XYZ Affair: French and a Bribe.
· Quasi-War: Undeclared war between the US and France.
· Alien and Sedition Acts: wanted no opposition; could not speak out against the federal government: led to the Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions which developed the idea of Nullification: States can refuse to follow a federal law (States Rights)
· Election of 1800 – peaceful transfer of power and 12th Amendment
· President Thomas Jefferson
· Did away with the Alien and Sedition Acts and Whiskey Tax
· Decreased the size of the Federal Government (Small Gov’t)
· Louisiana Purchase from France – Doubled size of US – Ensured Westward Expansion
· Lewis and Clark – scientific expedition of the Louisiana Territory – Sacagewea
· Embargo Act of 1807 – Stopped all trade - created to keep us out of war with France and Great Britain – Later repealed because it hurt New England’s industry.
· Marbury v. Madison – Midnight Judges – established principle of Judicial Review
· President James Madison
· War of 1812 – US vs. Britain - caused by impressments and War Hawks
· Hartford Convention – meeting of the Federalist to discuss secession from the Union b/c of War. Issue of States Rights.
· Treaty of Ghent – Ended War of 1812
· Battle of New Orleans – American victory over the British fought after Treaty of Ghent was signed. Led to feelings of Nationalism / Patriotism.
· Era of Good Feelings – time of extreme Nationalism in America.

· Economic Nationalism
· American System: an economic plan meant to unite the countries economies – created by Henry Clay – used protective tariffs, create a 2nd National Bank – internal (transportation improvements)

· Chief Justice John Marshall
· Increased power of the Federal Government
· Marbury v. Madison – Judicial Review
· McCulloch v. Maryland – Federal government has implied powers
· Gibbons v. Ogden – Federal government has control over interstate commerce (trade)
· Missouri Compromise - Missouri would be a slave state; Maine a free states; no slavery north of 36’30 line
· Monroe Doctrine – warned Europe to stay our of Latin American (stay out of Western Hemisphere)
· Literature and Art reflected Nationalism
· James Fennimore Cooper – Deer Slayer and Pathfinder – American Frontier
· Hudson River Artists (Hudson River School) – pictures of the American Landscape along the Hudson River
· Sectionalism – separation of the nation; caused by Slavery, Tariffs, Economy, Nullification and States Rights
· Corrupt Bargain – what Andrew Jackson labeled the Election of 1824
· Who could vote – universal white male suffrage – all white men could vote
· President Andrew Jackson
· Spoils System- giving your friends government jobs
· Indian Removal – moved all Indians to lands west of the Mississippi River Worchester v. Georgia – Jackson refused to enforce
Trail of Tears – Cherokee

· Nullification Crisis over the Tariff of Abominations (Tariff of 1828)
· Destroyed the National Bank
· Whig Party created to oppose Andrew Jackson
· Era of Reform
· Began with the Second Great Awakening – Charles Finney
· Transcendentalism – Henry David Thoreau – civil disobedience
· Utopian Communities – perfection
· Dorothea Dix – mentally ill and prison reform
· Horce Mann – Education reform
· Women’s Rights – Seneca Falls – Declaration of Sentiments – Lucretia Mott and Elizabeth Stanton
· Abolitionist Movement (Anti-slavery) – William Lloyd Garrison – The Liberator – immidate abolition of slavery – slavery is immoral, Frederick Douglass, Grimke Sisters
· Harriet Beecher Stowe – Uncle Tom’s Cabin
· Underground Railroad – Harriet Tubman
· Manifest Destiny – God’s will for American to go west – Atlantic to Pacific
· President James K. Polk
· Oregon Trail, pioneers
· “54’50 or Fight” – Oregon
· Texas Annexation
· Mexican-American War – caused by a border dispute
· Mexican Cessation – lands gained because of Mexican American War – should these lands be slave or free?
· Wilmot Proviso – territory taken from Mexico would be free of slaves.
· Gasden Purchase
Civil War 
· What to do with new lands as we expand west – should they be free or slave?
· Compromise of 1850 – California is free; Popular Sovereignty; Fugitive Slave Act- many northerners became abolitionists when they were forced to return runaway slaves.
· Webster-Hayes Debates – States Rights
· Kansas-Nebraska Acts – Stephen Douglas – Popular Sovereignty would be used in Kansas and Nebraska to determine slavery
· Republican Party – No slavery in the territories
· Lincoln-Douglas debates
· Dred Scott v. Sanford- slaves were not citizens, they were property-could take property anywhere-Missouri Compromise unconstitutional.
· John Brown’s Raid at Harpers Ferry
· Election of 1860 – led to secession of South Carolina and the Confederate States. Late 4 seceded following Lincoln’s call for troops following Fort Sumter

· Anaconda Plan – Unions strategy to win the war by a Naval blockade of the South and to captured the Mississippi River to split the south
· Copperheads- Political group during the Civil War that wanted the North to create a peace with the South
· Suspension of the Writ of habeaus corpus – done by Lincoln to stop opposition
· First direct income tax and use of greenbacks in the North to pay for the war.
· Emancipation Proclamation – Freed slaves in rebelling states; war taken to a higher cause to end slavery.
· Gettysburg and Vicksburg – turning points of the Civil War
Reconstruction: Rebuild the South
· Lincoln’s Plan – Lenient, mild and forgiving, 10% Plan
· Johnson’s Plan – Lenient, similar to Lincoln’s
· Radical Republican Plan (Congress’) – Punish the South, make Republican Party a force in the south by allowing black men to vote; military rule of the south,
· Andrew Johnson- first impeached president; impeached because he broke the Tenure of Office Act – innocent by one vote.
· 13th Amendment – Abolished slavery
· 14th Amendment – Citizenship rights to anyone born or naturalized; Equal Protection Clause
· 15th Amendment – Black men had the right to vote
· Freedman’s Bureau – helped former slaves with education and jobs
· Creation of the KKK
· Sharecropping and Tenant Farming replaced slavery in the south
· Reconstruction ended with the Compromise of 1877 – Hayes became President over Tilden and Removed troops from the South – Whites used poll tax, literacy test and Grandfather clause to disfranchise black (denied the right to vote) – also created Jim Crow Laws (Plessy v. Ferguson)
The Great West

· Why are people moving out west? Land (Homestead Act); Gold, Silver and Copper Mining (Comstock Lode), Ranching
o Ranching – cowboys, open range, long drives to Abilene, railroad

o Farming the Great Plain – Homestead Act – 160 Acres for 5 years; Morrill Land Grant Act – agricultural colleges.
· Closing the Plains- Barbed Wire

· Indian Wars
· Killing the buffalo to force Indians onto reservations
· Battles: Little Bighorn; Wounded Knee
· “Century of Dishonor” – book by Helen Hunt Jackson on America’s mistreatment of the Indians
· Dawes Act – attempt at assimilation of the Indians
· Transcontinental Railroad – Promontory Point Utah – used Chinese and Irish Immigrants to help build RR
